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A Abstract. For Russian pedagogy, the education of the human soul has always remained the

- highest priority in the upbringing of the younger generation. Russian religious philosophers
of the late 19 — early 20 century, among whom the activity of Vladimir Sergeevich Solovyov, who
stood at the origins of the Russian "spiritual renaissance" of the early XX century, stands out. V.S.
Solovyov is the creator of the philosophical concept of "positive unity", i.e. the idea of the organic
unity of world existence while preserving the individuality of its elements. In his works, the concept
of “God-manhood” has also been widely interpreted as the limit to the perfection of an individual in
likening himself to the Creator. This article is devoted to the study of the fundamental ideas of V.S.
Solovyov as a thinker on the spiritual and moral education of a person.

K Keywords: ethical philosophy, God-humanity, spiritual and moral education, human person-
ality, family values.

Relevance. The famous German teacher
Adolf Disterweg said that "Every person is a
product of his time" [1]. And today, for Rus-
sia, more than ever, the issue of educating the
younger generation in a crisis is becoming the
most acute and urgent. Most experts are in-
clined to believe that a slightly different crisis
is of paramount importance — a spiritual one.
Such a significant problem is based on the
issues of human upbringing and education,
since the strengthening of the spiritual and
moral foundations of the individual is fully
realized through the upbringing of a person by

three social institutions: the family, the school
and the state, which maintain equal continuity
with each other.

Special attention should be paid to the cul-
tivation of human spirituality in school, be-
cause school is a cradle, an inexhaustible
spring, to the source of which a person, one
way or another, turns throughout his life. It is
here that an essential part of every child's
childhood takes place, and it is here that the
basic values should be formed and instilled,
which will serve as the foundation of a future
personality.
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The education of the human soul has al-
ways remained a priority for the Russian
teacher. Pedagogy in Russia has always been
a science that raised questions about the for-
mation, first of all, of human spirituality. A
harmoniously developed personality forms a
certain kind of trinity between body, spirit
and soul. The practical significance of theolo-
gy for Russian pedagogy is an attempt to an-
swer the following question: How should a
person be educated so that his personality is
formed properly, i.e. developed holistically
and harmoniously?

The concept of human education, which
has been developing in Russia for many cen-
turies, has a rather shaky position today, due
to the almost complete lack of attention to the
moral and ethical basis. A formal attitude to
moral values leads to disastrous results — the
consumer system of thinking of the younger
generation.

Of course, thorough work is currently un-
derway to improve and modernize the exist-
ing education system. However, every teacher
should understand that no law on education
will be able to change the current situation
unless something more is introduced into it —
a system of spiritual and moral education,
supported by national identity. It is the duty of
every teacher to implement relevant educa-
tional concepts through the prism of national
traditions, endowing them with spiritual, mor-
al and ethical meaning.

Problem, goal, tasks. The purpose of this
work is to study and analyze the fundamental
ideas of V.S. Solovyov about the formation
and development of the spiritual and moral
foundations of personality.

The object of the research is the philosoph-
ical theoretical and pedagogical system of
Russian religious thinkers.

The subject of the research is the funda-
mental concepts of the spiritual and moral
formation of personality in the philosophical
views of V.S. Solovyov.

The tasks which were set are as follows:

1. To study the basic ideas of V.S. Solo-
vyov's ethical philosophy.

2. To reveal the nature of the view of man
and the spiritual and moral improvement of
personality in the works of V.S. Solovyov.

3. To determine the degree of importance
of value-oriented education for a modern per-
son.

Research materials and Methods. The
main method used in the course of this work
was the analysis of a retrospective and com-
parative theoretical nature, consisting in the
consideration and systematization of various
scientific and literary sources. The works of
the outstanding Russian religious thinker, po-
et and publicist V.S. Solovyov, such as
"Readings on God-manhood", "Justification
of Goodness, were used as the basic ones.
Russian Moral Philosophy", as well as "Es-
says on the History of Russian Philosophy" by
Sergei Alexandrovich Levitsky, "The History
of Russian Philosophy" by Archpriest Vasily
Zenkovsky, etc.

Results and discussion. The human per-
sonality and its place in life is the core of the
entire philosophical concept of Vladimir Ser-
geevich Solovyov (1853-1900), the greatest
Russian religious philosopher, publicist, poet
and mystic. The most important thing for
Solovyov was what the model of a perfect
person should be (in the broad sense of this)
and how a person can bring something beauti-
ful and eternal to the world around him. Ac-
cording to the philosopher, the spiritual and
moral foundations, which are the basis for the
formation of personality, should be in contin-
uous development and constantly supported
by something. This happens in the process of
spiritual and moral education of a person at
three levels of society: at the level of the
family, the school and the state as a whole.

God—manhood is one of the fundamental
doctrines of Russian religious philosophy and,
in particular, a key link in V.S. Solovyov's
concept. This concept represents the idea of
likening a person to God as the maximum
permissible limit of his perfection. On the
other hand, God—manhood is a kind of utopi-
an level of development of all mankind, indi-
cating the outcome of the historical process of
improving society. The process of becoming
like God is self-improvement in Solovyov's
understanding. In this he saw the only true
meaning of all human existence — in the end-
less pursuit of moral ideals. "The meaning of
life cannot coincide with the arbitrary and
changeable demands of each of the countless

individuals of the human race. If it coincided,
it would be nonsense, i.e. it would not exist at
all" [4, p.80], - the thinker notes.

Solovyov closely linked such concepts as
"perfection" and "goodness", giving the latter
a significant role in the spiritual wanderings
of the individual. Goodness is a kind of bridge
that exists in a person from the moment of his
birth and guides him along the path of moral
improvement. Serving the good is one of the
most important issues in the entire moral and
ethical concept of V.S. Solovyov.

According to Solovyov, man is the result
of the synthesis of the Divine principle and
matter, represented by a combination of three
elements (he repeatedly mentions this in read-
ings on God-manhood): divine, material and
human [3]. It is the human component that
determines the behavior and actions of every-
one, connects the personality and the Creator,
and is responsible for the formation of moral
and ethical foundations.

The main task of value-oriented education
of a person is the harmonious development of
absolutely all aspects of personality, the unity
of spirit and matter. A person's comprehen-
sion of perfect and moral goodness, which,
according to Solovyov, is a way to actually
achieve real good, or bliss, i.e. one that can
give a person stable and final satisfaction [4,
p.267].

In his writings, Solovyov repeatedly called
for the need for a person to observe the prin-
ciples of altruism and spiritual asceticism,
noting the dominance of sensory perception
of the world as extremely important in achiev-
ing true perfection. At the same time, the pro-
cess of education itself was considered as a
necessary catalyst for the process of spiritual
growth of a person: "as school is necessary
for education, so education is necessary for
raising from the lowest to the highest levels of
morality" [2, p. 86]. A person, having only
some initial inclinations of morality, under the
influence of society, family and the state,
must independently form and cultivate this
morality. According to V.S. Solovyov, it is
precisely value-oriented education that is the
most priority and essential type of education.

The central institution of a person's up-
bringing is his family. Family education is
exceptional and irreplaceable by its nature.
Many Russian religious thinkers believed that
only with the help of a family can a person
reveal and fully realize all his uniqueness and
potential. Family values, which are spiritually
reinforced, generate morally healthy members
of society. Family education has always been,
is and will be the cornerstone in the emer-
gence of true values. Only a truly spirit-filled
family can guide a person on the path of
goodness, truth and faith.

Conclusion. In his ethical teaching, V.S.
Solovyov paid special attention to the issues
of human education, the improvement of his
personality and society as a whole. He tried to
reveal and show people the essence of truth
and goodness as the only possible and right-
eous way to purify the human soul and pro-
claim the kingdom of God on earth. Solovyov
saw the highest and absolute purpose of hu-
man existence in assimilation to the Creator
through the perfection of personality and its
environment. Therefore, he considered the
main task of the national pedagogical system
to be the indication of spiritual and moral
guidelines to a person, which could become
the basis and source of his spirituality
throughout his later life.

Solovyov paid special attention to the fam-
ily in the process of spiritualization of person-
ality, since it is the family, according to the
scientist, that makes the most important steps
towards the initiation and comprehension of
religion and faith by a person, without which
the very path of spiritual formation of a per-
son is impossible. Such ideas have made a
significant contribution to the national philos-
ophy and practice of modern family educa-
tion.

The problems of ethical philosophy that
Solovyov raised in his writings are becoming
increasingly relevant today, as a serious ques-
tion arises about the degeneration of truly
human values, as well as ignoring the propa-
ganda of such values in the family, school and
the state.

LEGAL DISCOURSE AS A TYPE OF INSTITUTIONAL DISCOURSE

Abstract: The article discusses the problems and prospects of studying legal discourse.
Problems such as the lack of unity in the definition of legal discourse, various bases for its
typological and genre classification, the research methods used, and others are identified. Various
approaches to the study of legal discourse are highlighted, with special attention paid to determining
the main characteristics of legal discourse.

The purpose of this article is to determine the main characteristics of legal discourse.

Material and methods. The research material is the Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic, the
Criminal Code of the Kyrgyz Republic, explanatory and legal dictionaries.

During the study, the following general scientific methods were used: observation, description,
analysis to determine the characteristics of legal discourse.

Results and its discussion. The results of the study allow us to speak about the relevance of the
manipulative aspect for the discourse under consideration not only within the courtroom, but also
durmg the interrogation of suspects, in the appeals of authorized persons to citizens, to each other.

K Keywords: legal discourse, semantic aspect, pragmatic aspect, ontological essence of dis-

course, institutional discourse, integral approach, typology.

When considering the content of the term
legal discourse, it is important to keep in mind
that there is no clear and generally accepted
definition of the concept of “discourse” that
covers all cases of its use. In addition, this
term itself is now increasingly used by spe-
cialists in various fields of knowledge, which
reveals scientists’ recognition of the im-
portance of the category behind it.

The definition of the Dutch linguist, one of
the pioneers of discourse analysis Teun Van
Dijk, seems to us to be the most accurate,
complete and at the same time simplest, who
believes that “discourse is a communicative

event that occurs between a speaker, a listener
(observer, etc.) in the process of communica-
tive actions in a certain temporal, spatial and
other context. This communicative action can
be verbal, written, and have verbal and non-
verbal components™ [13].

Based on the above definition of discourse
by Teun Van Dijk, we understand legal dis-
course as a verbal or non-verbal communica-
tive action, which is “a coherent sequence of
statements on legal issues, determined contex-
tually” and characterized by the indispensable
presence of special terminology, certain
speech cliches and cliches inherent in the le-

gal language. But is it possible to use the term
“legal language” with confidence?

The division of the concepts “legal lan-
guage” and “language of law” existed back in
the 40s of the twentieth century. Thus, in Po-
land this division was introduced into scien-
tific circulation by V. Vrublevsky. The scien-
tist proposed to understand the language of
law as the language of the legislator, in which
the texts of normative legal acts are formulat-
ed, and the legal language - as the rest of the
language in which lawyers speak about law.

In English-language jurisprudence, there is
a division of the concepts of “legal language”
and “language of the law” or “juristic lan-
guage” [8].

N.A. Vlasenko notes that in Russian legal
culture two basic concepts are used: “legal
language” and “language of law” [11].

From the above it follows that legal schol-
ars sought, first of all, to isolate the language
of the texts of legal acts and other sources of
law from the entire complex of legal language
“Legal discourse” will serve as a general con-
cept to denote written and oral linguistic man-
ifestations in the field of law. Therefore, it is
advisable to clarify the formulation of legal
discourse: this is a verbal or non-verbal com-
municative action, which is “a coherent se-
quence of statements on legal issues, deter-
mined contextually” and is characterized by
the indispensable presence of special termi-
nology, certain speech cliches and cliches in-
herent in legal texts and legal speech.

V.I. Karasik speaks of two types of dis-
course, according to the sociolinguistic ap-
proach to the study of a set of linguistic units:
personal (person-oriented) and institutional.
The person-oriented type of discourse, subdi-
vided into every day and existential, assumes
that “the speaker acts as a person in all the
richness of his inner world.” In institutional
discourse, the speaker appears “as a repre-
sentative of a certain social institution” [5].

Institutional discourse in modern society is
divided into many types, including political,
religious, pedagogical, scientific, medical,
advertising, military, sports, legal, in accord-
ance with existing social institutions. Is it
possible to talk about determining the exact
number of types of institutional discourse?

Most likely not, since the development trends
of today's society are incredibly rapid.

The presence of the following components
necessary to describe a specific type of insti-
tutional discourse: participants, chronotope,
goals, values, strategies, material, varieties
and genres, precedent (cultural) texts, discur-
sive formulas. This list may vary according to
individual types of institutional discourse.

It should be noted that institutional dis-
course is distinguished on the basis of two
primary characteristics: the goals and partici-
pants of communication. Thus, the goal of
pedagogical discourse is to explain the mate-
rial necessary for the student to assimilate cer-
tain new educational and cognitive infor-
mation, the goal of medical discourse is to
provide specialized medical care to the pa-
tient, and the goal of legal discourse is to in-
terpret or apply the law to resolve a certain
conflict situation of a legal nature. The main
participants in institutional discourse are rep-
resentatives of the institution (agents) and
people addressing them (clients). Thus, the
main participants in the political discourse
can be called the politician and the voter, and
the main participants in the medical discourse
are the medical professionals. employee and
patient, sports coach and athlete, legal lawyer
and client.

Participants in institutional discourse differ
in their qualities, behavioral prescriptions, and
the degree of equality between agent and cli-
ent: scientific and advertising discourses as-
sume relative equality among their partici-
pants, while relations in political, pedagogi-
cal, sports and legal discourses are reasonably
built on unequal principles.

Each type of institutional discourse is
characterized by its own measure of the rela-
tionship between status and personal compo-
nents. Thus, pedagogical and sports discours-
es imply a high degree of personal involve-
ment, despite the difference in status, while
political, military and legal discourses are dis-
tinguished by the leveled nature of personal
participation.

The chronotope of legal discourse is the
environment characteristic of business com-
munication. Since communication can be both
oral and written, the lawyer’s office, the
courtroom, as well as informal places such as
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a restaurant or the living space of one of the
communicants, which have recently become
increasingly popular, are suitable for oral dis-
course. for writing - office or place of resi-
dence.

V.I. Karasik notes that “the specifics of in-
stitutional discourse are revealed in its type,
i.e. in the type of social institution, which in
the collective linguistic consciousness is des-
ignated by a special name, generalized in the
key concept of this institution.” Thus, the
concept of political discourse can be called
power, religious - faith, and legal - law. The
above-mentioned specific type of social insti-
tution is associated with specific “functions of
people, social rituals and behavioral stereo-
types, mythologies, as well as texts produced
in this social formation™ [6].

Legal discourse includes all types and gen-
res of professional communication, both writ-
ten and oral. Various academic researchers
divide legal discourse into different compo-
nents. So, for example, A. N. Shepelev identi-
fies the following structural elements [15]:

1) the language of the law;

2) the language of legal doctrine;

3) professional speech of lawyers;

4) the language of procedural acts;

5) language of contracts.

As we can see, A. N. Shepelev uses “lan-
guage” as one of the main components of the
above terms. However, since we previously
came to the conclusion that legal language is
not an independent language, it would be ad-
visable to adhere to the classification of N. F.
Kovkel, which identifies the following ele-
ments of the structure of legal discourse:

1) texts of sources of law;

2) applied legal texts;

3) applied legal speech;

4) scientific legal texts;

5) educational legal texts;

6) scientific legal speech;

7) legal speech of the educational process.

For our work, the elements “texts of legal
sources”, “applied legal speech” and “legal
speech of the educational process” are espe-
cially important, since further we will consid-
er the manipulative aspect as a component of
legal discourse using these elements as an ex-
ample.

The values of legal discourse, like any oth-
er, are concentrated in its key concepts: law,
justice, fairness. They boil down to the resto-
ration of violated rights, compensation for
damage, and punishment of persons who have
violated the letter of the law.

Regarding the issue of using speech strate-
gies in legal discourse, one cannot fail to
mention the work of O.S. Issers “Communi-
cative Strategies and Tactics of Russian
Speech,” where the author examines commu-
nicative strategies and tactics of modern Rus-
sian speech. Oksana Issers suggests under-
standing speech strategy as “a complex of
speech actions aimed at achieving a commu-
nicative goal” [4]. The author of the mono-
graph, together with A. N. Leontyev, believes
that the origins of speech strategies should be
sought in the motives that guide human activi-
ty. And indeed: in accordance with his mo-
tives, the communicator chooses which of the
two main types of strategies - cooperative or
non-cooperative - he will continue to adhere
to. The author classifies “strategies of approv-
al and apologetics, consolation, persuasion,
etc.” as a cooperative type of strategy; the
second type of strategy is “strategies of dis-
crediting, quarrels, etc.” [4; 7].

Legal discourse, understood as legal
speech “immersed in life,” certainly operates
with these strategies, because planning and
control (“two pillars of speech communica-
tion”) are extremely important for construct-
ing a speech in court, successfully negotiating
with a client, interrogating a suspect, etc.

V.A. Maltseva in her work “Speech Tac-
tics of Legal Dispute” identifies semantic
strategies that are aimed at achieving the
“primary goals” of communication, and auxil-
iary ones - pragmatic, rhetorical and dialogue.
The author includes the strategy of persuasion
(an example of this is the tactic of appealing
to authorities), the strategy of deconstruction
(the tactic of discrediting), and the strategy of
interpreting reality as semantic strategies. The
pragmatic strategy is embodied in status-role
tactics, image-building and adjustment tactics.
The emotional-tuning strategy is implemented
in the creation of an emotional background
and compliment tactics. The means of imple-
menting a rhetorical strategy are tactics of im-
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itation, attracting attention, dramatization,
analogy and contrast.[10]

O.S. Issers also speaks about emotionally
tuning tactics, implemented partly in the tac-
tics of compliments (or “verbal stroking”), as
tactics designed to create a favorable atmos-
phere. However, the author emphasizes that
often the use of this tactic (in particular,
“praise tactics”) led to results completely op-
posite to the expectations of the addressee: the
experiment showed that many are wary of
praise addressed to themselves, expecting that
this will be followed by a request or an in-
crease in the level requirements.

The subject of legal discourse covers an
extremely wide range of problems, which can
be divided into three main components: civil
law, criminal law and administrative law.

Legal discourse is characterized by a high
degree of intertextuality. Thus, any branch of
law is subject to the principle of hierarchy,
where treaties of international law are of pri-
mary importance. The latter, in turn, originate
from case law, which has been developing
since time immemorial. Precedent texts for
legal discourse are the ancestor texts of the
fixation of law: Habeas Corpus Act, Justinian
Code, Napoleonic Code, Laws of Hammura-
bi, Laws of the XII Tables and others.

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A Abstract. The article examines the specifics of teaching the Kyrgyz language as a second
“ language in the context of modern terminological educational standards. The issue of
teaching professional terminology to students of an aviation institute is explored, the basic concepts
related to the lexical side of teaching Kyrgyz as a second language are revealed. The content of
terminal logical competence and levels of its mastery are considered. Attention is paid to lexical
skills in the context of interdisciplinary connections as a structural component of foreign language
lexical competence, and a definition of the concept “terminological competence” is given. By
mastering the basic system of terms of his specialty, the student develops aviation terminological
competence in the Kyrgyz language.
The purpose of this article is to reveal the scientific basis for the selection of the formation of
terminological competence when teaching Kyrgyz as a second language to students of aviation
specialties and to describe the levels of their mastery at different levels of educational and
professional education.
Results and its discussion. The introduction of special terminology into the content of the “Kyrgyz
language” discipline for aviation specialties is for informational purposes and does not imply an in-
depth analysis of the content specifics and structural organization. The listed reasons determined the
fixation of the average level of manifestation of the subject-cognitive component among students in
the process of learning Kyrgyz as a second language.
Conclusion. For all types of professional training and at all levels of education, the subject-
cognitive component in the development of terminological competence is of greatest importance,
which is, from our point of view, a consequence of established traditions in domestic professional
education.

The  formation of  terminological
competence among students of aviation
specialties when teaching the Kyrgyz
language as a second language is an important
task in the educational process at the Kyrgyz
Aviation Institute named after I. Abdraimov.
Considering the specifics of the aviation
industry, where an accurate and unambiguous
understanding of terms plays a key role, it is
necessary to develop effective methods and
approaches to the formation of terminological
competence of students.

One of the primary tasks is to identify the
basic terms that will be studied in this course.
These may include terms related to aviation
technology,  flight safety, navigation,
meteorology, and other aspects of aviation.
Defining these terms and explaining them to
students is the first step in developing their
terminological competence. Next, it is
necessary to develop special educational
materials aimed at studying terminology in
the context of aviation.

These materials may include terminology
dictionaries, textbooks, audio recordings of
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pronunciation of terms, as well as practical
exercises and assignments to consolidate
acquired knowledge. It is important that the
materials are accessible and understandable to
students, and also take into account their level
of preparation and the characteristics of
teaching Kyrgyz as a second language. In
addition, the course focuses on developing
skills in listening and reading specialized
texts in the Kyrgyz language, which
contributes to a deeper understanding of
terminology and its successful application in
future professional activities.

Students get the opportunity to be
immersed in a professional environment,
where they master the specific vocabulary and
terminology necessary for successful work in
the aviation field. An important part of
learning is the practical application of terms,
for example when performing communication
tasks, writing technical documentation or
giving  professional  presentations. An
important aspect in the formation of students’
terminological competence is the practical
application of the studied terminology. To do
this, you can conduct special training
situations that simulate real situations from
aviation practice. For example, students may
participate in a flight simulation where they
are required to use the terminology they have
learned to interact with other team members
and complete tasks. This approach will help
students use terms more confidently and
effectively in real-life situations.

In addition, it is important to create
motivation among students to study
terminology. This can be done by
demonstrating the practical relevance of the
terms and their application in professional
activities. It is also worth considering that the
aviation industry is constantly evolving, and
students should be given access to up-to-date
information and new terms that may appear in
the future.

In accordance with the standards of the
Ministry of Education of the Kyrgyz
Republic, bachelor's training in the Kyrgyz
language includes training in all types of
speech activity, since speech activity itself is
part of professional or scientific activity.
When preparing aviation specialties, special
attention is paid to the content of the subject

“Kyrgyz language”. A distinctive feature of
teaching the Kyrgyz language as the second
language of aviation specialties is its
professional orientation, reflected in the
educational goal and content of training, the
relationship with technical disciplines to
obtain additional professional knowledge.
Teachers of the Department of Humanitarian
Languages of the Kyrgyz Aviation Institute
named after I. Abdraimov solve one common
problem - to organize the student’s
educational activities in such a way as to
provide the greatest motivation for learning,
in which speech activity acts as a means of
solving the educational and professional tasks
of the future aviation specialist.

An analysis of the existing conditions for
teaching Kyrgyz as a second language
explains the relevance of solving the problem
of terminological competence of aviation
students and the need to find promising ways
of its formation. The great need in society for
specialists who are able to carry out
professional communication in a foreign
language environment, the formation and
acquisition of pedagogical experience in an
educational institution in preparing future
specialists for professional mobility served as
the basis for turning to this research topic.

In modern society, the demand for teaching
foreign languages for aviation students at all
levels (bachelor's, master's, postgraduate) is
actively growing, which requires the
development and implementation of new
teaching methods and the development of
professional competence of future specialists.
In this regard, mastery of professional
terminology comes first, which involves the
use of a foreign language for professional
communication in any field of activity [1; 4;
5].

It should be noted that the transition from a
general education model to a competency-
based model determined a gradual shift in
methods of assimilation of educational
information towards an understanding of the
high significance of professional foreign
language terminology and its effective use in
various communicative situations [3].

Accordingly, the  development of
terminological competence of students in the
process of learning the Kyrgyz language for
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professional purposes is of particular rele-
relevance. In this context, terminological
competence should be considered as a certain
level of proficiency in  professional
terminology in a certain field of activity for
the purpose of gaining experience and sharing
it. The problem of various aspects of a
specialist’s terminological competence and its
development has been considered by different
authors. It is advisable to note that
terminological competence can be presented
from different positions. N.V. Bordovskaya
and E.A. Koshkina consider this competence
as the ability and willingness of a specialist to
adequately apply terminology when solving
professional problems [2], which involves a
communicative-cognitive approach to
learning based on the acquisition and
application of terminological vocabulary.

L.M. Alekseeva, S.L. Mishlanova consider
terminological competence from the point of
view of reflecting the professional culture of a
specialist who knows special terminology and
various aspects of scientific information [1].
According to Zh.E. Ermolaeva, this is the
highest level of a specialist’s terminological
potential, formed on the basis of personal and
professional qualities, as well as external
conditions, including under the influence of
organizational and pedagogical learning
conditions [5].

Based on these concepts, the conceptual
field of a specialist’s terminological
competence should be considered:

— according to N.V. Butylov, as an
independent type of competence, reflecting
the social need for educational training [10];

— from the position of V. Lukyanenko, S.
Vadaski as a structural component of
information and communication competence,
since mastery of terminology acts as a
condition for the success and quality of
professional communication [11];

— from the point of view of Zh.E.
Ermolaeva, as a structural component of
professional competence as a whole, which
includes  informational, = communicative-
practical and reflexive components [11].

Special attention should be paid to the
structure  of terminological competence.
According to E.S. Orlova, the basis of

terminological ~ competence  should be
considered the cognitive component, since
any term relates to the field of specialized
knowledge, accordingly, the use of
terminology in a particular communicative
situation allows you to combine the
theoretical and practical components [12]. In
addition, this concept is considered in the
works of the authors as part of communicative
and information competencies, which allows
us to highlight the communicative and
information components.

Special attention is paid to the issues of the
content of terminological competence in the
works of Zh.V. Krasnobaeva-Chernaya [6],
I.N. Rozina [8]. The analysis made it possible
to expediently solve two problems: firstly, to
determine the levels and indicators of
development of each component of
terminological competence, and secondly, to
propose methods for their development.
Based on the study, the levels of development
of terminological competence and the content
of each of them were determined (Table 1). A
low (but, of course, the most important) level
of mastery of terminological competence
involves training in professional
communication based on linguistic, cognitive
and communicative competencies. The
content of this stage is formed taking into
account the fact that the student is not yet
accustomed to discretion and understanding
of special meanings expressed in terms.
Training includes knowledge of the features
of the term, the basics of term formation and
the construction of definitions. The main units
of learning at this stage are terms
(terminology, or “verbal network™, according
to Yu.N. Karaulov) [7] and the relationships
between them, studied on the basis of
definitions. At the lowest level, the
foundations for systematizing terminology are
laid based on the study of specific industry
terminologies, and skills in working with
terminological dictionaries (thesaurus,
translation) are formed. At this stage, the
student works mainly with the semantics of
the sentence, including various types of
terminological nominations.

As a
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terminological competence at the lowest
stage, the student demonstrates knowledge
and ability to identify special types of nomi-
nomination, readiness to receive terms, and
demonstrates  mastery of  terminology
according to the profile of special knowledge.

A high level of mastery of terminological
competence presupposes the development of
the ability to use terminology as a means of
representing professional knowledge.
Training at this stage includes familiarization
with a variety of forms of expressing
professional knowledge, as well as the
formation of skills to express special
knowledge depending on the type of activity.
This is carried out using methods such as
cognitive text analysis, modeling of
professional knowledge, laws of generation of
special text.

At this level, the individualization of the
terminological personality is carried out due
to the conceptualization of special knowledge,
the choice of forms of its representation,
evaluation and method of drawing
conclusions. The result of mastering
terminological competence at this level is the
readiness to give definitions to the terms used
and their possible modifications, the readiness
to find, understand and process special
knowledge in texts, the ability to argue and
prove one’s point of view on a special
concept, the ability to generalize the acquired
special knowledge using a special language.

The highest level of formation of
terminological competence is focused on

reflective activity and presupposes knowledge
of the basics of terminological personality, the
ability to work independently in accordance
with the needs of professional activity, as well
as the acquisition of skills in creating an
independent product of terminological
activity in the form of text. At this stage, the
communicative needs of a linguistic
personality are formed, correlated with the
need to develop special knowledge, the need
for proof, the desire to exchange information,
etc. [7, p. 60-62]. At the highest level (the
level of practice), the student is ready to use
the metalanguage of the specialty and easily
formulates his own thoughts.

Thus, the course on the formation of
terminological competence of aviation
students when teaching the Kyrgyz language
plays an important role in the training of
specialists, providing them not only with
language knowledge, but also with the special
terminology necessary for hard work in the
aviation industry.

In conclusion, the formation of
terminological competence of aviation
students when teaching the Kyrgyz language
as a second language requires a systematic
and targeted approach. Definition of basic
terms, development of special educational
materials, practical application of the studied
terminology and creation of motivation for
study - all these measures will help students
effectively master the terminology and
successfully apply it in their future
professional activities.

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A Abstract. Familiarization with traditional Russian cultural, spiritual, moral and family values

Y s recognized as a priority direction of the state policy of the Russian Federation for the period
up to 2025 in the field of education and development of the younger generation. In this regard, in
the national secondary school, the problem of introducing schoolchildren to traditional family
values, fostering a respectful and responsible attitude towards the family, based on an understanding
of its great importance both at the personal and social levels, is of particular importance. A value-
based attitude towards the family is a necessary condition for the support of this institution, on
which the stability and well-being of society largely depends. This article discusses the possibilities
of solving this problem within the framework of a school foreign language course.

K Keywords: tradition, family, family values, spiritual and moral guidelines, personality,
upbringing.

Relevance. The formation of family changing socio-economic conditions of

spiritual and moral values among the younger
generation is one of the most important tasks
currently set for the Russian school. All
teachers contribute to solving this problem,
while subject teachers have the opportunity to
use both the content of their subject and the
entire arsenal of methods and didactic tools
used for its implementation.

The traditional family way of life has
undergone serious changes under the
influence of objective reasons caused by the

people's lives [3]. And this applies not only to
our country. Unfortunately, the process has
become global. Back in the early 21st century,
UNESCO documents noted that from a global
perspective, the vast majority of families are
in crisis. They struggle with political, social
and economic conditions that undermine their
ability to provide adequate support to their
children. In the past, most societies could
claim to have a normal parenting model — be
it an extended family model, a
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community/tribe model, a nuclear family, or
some other stable model. Currently, family
norms are violated, and the consequences for
both children and parents are devastating [4,
p.6].

Problem, goal, tasks. The purpose of this
work is to study and analyze the need for
today's schoolchildren (future parents) to
develop a respectful attitude towards family
values, traditional for our multinational
country, as well as the possibility of forming a
value attitude towards family, family
relations, parental responsibilities during
regular and extracurricular activities on the
subject of Foreign Language.

Research materials and Methods. In the
course of this study, the works of domestic
and foreign authors, the practical experience
of Russian foreign language teachers in
forming the value attitude of schoolchildren
to the institution of the family in general and
parenthood in particular were studied and
analyzed.

Results and discussion. A responsible
attitude towards motherhood and fatherhood
was previously formed within the family with
the active participation of all its members. In
the last century, it was believed that
personality is largely determined by the
culture in which an individual is raised, and
since culture is transmitted by the persons
with whom the child lives, that is, his parents,
their influence is predominant [6, p.10]. The
bearers of family culture were representatives
of all generations of members of a large
family. Unfortunately, the Ilink between
generations has weakened significantly over
the past decades.

The very idea of the family as such has
changed. In Western European countries, for
example, the family is a place where people
of different generations take responsibility for
each other in the long term and at the same
time support and care for each other
regardless of their religious, political,
ideological or sexual identity. This includes
married and unmarried couples with children,
as well as single parents, separated parents,
foster families, mixed families, rainbow
families and families who care for relatives in
need of care and assistance. It is declared that
the decisive factor is the feeling of social

involvement of people, and not their way of
life [5].

Thus, the traditional family is becoming a
thing of the past. The individualistic self
becomes a priority [2]. Everyone is free to put
their own content into the concept of
"parenthood", based rather not on traditional
family values, but on personal experience of
social partnership. This can lead to very
strange manifestations of "parental love",
expressed in encouraging (and often even
provoking) the desire of children to "find their
true identity" by changing their gender. The
consequences of such experiments are
increasingly becoming dramatic, especially if
they are irreversible.

Our national culture has so far managed to
resist such extreme manifestations of the
deformation of family relations. However, a
large number of families with one form or
another and a degree of disadvantage (single-
parent families, domestic violence,
alcoholism, etc.) makes us think about the
conditions in which the future generation of
parents grows, how their consciousness is
formed, what values become guidelines for
them.

Traditional family values are spiritual and
moral guidelines that are socially approved
and shared by the majority of members of
society, serving as a benchmark and
determining the purposeful process of
creating an ideal family capable of ensuring
the survival of the genus and its further
successful development. The school plays an
important role in the formation of a system of
traditional family values, in which such
categories as "family", "love", "kindness",
"respect”, "responsibility", "morality",
"chastity", "health", etc. are of great
importance. The cultural and national
segment of this value system also includes
such concepts as "kinship", "family way of
life", "traditions", "customs", "rituals".

It should be remembered that today's
children are the parents of tomorrow, and that
during the educational process at school they
absorb thoughts, experiences and worldviews
concerning human nature, caring for people
and treating them, which are the basis of their
own relationship with their future marriage
partner and children [6].
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Students acquire knowledge about the
institution of the family, its formation in
historical retrospect, and the current state.
They learn to understand how relationships
should be built within the family, between its
members, in order to maintain mutual
understanding and mutual respect. The
younger generation should have a need for
self-actualization and self-realization of
personality in the family [2].

The educational process at school, aimed at
forming a new generation of future
responsible parents, should ensure, firstly, the
personal development of schoolchildren based
on a system of value and semantic guidelines,
moral foundations of personal moral choice
and expressed in readiness for independent
actions and actions, as well as taking
responsibility for their results. Secondly, the
social development of students should be
ensured, and this is due to the interiorization
of traditional values of the Russian family and
society, ethnocultural family and ancestral
traditions, the formation of tolerance, civic
consciousness and culture of interethnic
dialogue. And thirdly, the communicative
development of schoolchildren should be
carried out — the formation of their
competence in communication in the family,
among relatives, with representatives of other
families.

The thematic content of speech provided
for by federal work programs on a foreign
language includes a number of aspects related
to family and family relations. Grades 2-4 are
the World of myself. My family. 5th grade is
my family. Family holidays. Grade 6 -
Relationships in the family and with friends.
Family holidays. Grade 7 - Relationships in
the family and with friends. Family holidays.
Household chores. Grade 8 - Relationships in
the family and with friends. Grade 9 -
Relationships in the family and with friends.
Conlflicts and their resolution. Grades 10-11 -
The daily life of the family. Interpersonal
relationships in the family, with friends and
acquaintances. Conflict situations, their
prevention and resolution.

Training tasks can be very diverse. In
elementary school, for example, students can
pass the ball around in a circle, saying their
name and the word they associate with the

concept of "family". In higher grades, the
game "Baggage with inheritance" is suitable.
The teacher gives students sheets with the
contours of the suitcase and asks them to
depict inside it in the form of symbols or
write in words the good and valuable things
that they would like to take from their parent
family to their future family. This may be the
nature of the relationship, family traditions,
ways of distributing responsibilities in the
family, etc. Then the students work in pairs
and share the contents of their briefcases with
each other.

First, one student tells, the task of the other
is to listen, and then tell which of the partner's
"luggage" he liked the most, and what he
would like to add to his suitcase with the
inheritance. Then the participants switch
roles. On the topic of "Family holidays", you
can offer tasks related to holidays such as
"Mother's Day", "Father's Day".

Classes with discussion elements are held
in high schools. For example, on the topic
"Responsibility and family". During the
discussion, concepts such as the concepts of
"responsibility", "responsible attitude", moral
aspects of responsibility, rules of responsible
attitude to the family are revealed.

In order to develop skills in finding a way
out of conflict situations in the family, Case
Study technology can be successfully applied.
The subjects involved in the conflict proposed
for study using this technology can be parents
and children, brothers and  sisters,
representatives of the older generation and
teenagers, as well as spouses (dad and mom).
The general attitude when completing tasks
should focus students on finding ways out of
conflict situations in order to restore a
friendly atmosphere in the family based on
mutual understanding and respect, as well as,
alternatively, in order to preserve the family
as such.

Design  technology  provides many
opportunities for the formation of a respectful
attitude towards traditional family values. The
following topics can be suggested for
students' project activities: "Family tree",
"Family Coat of arms", "Family heirloom",
"Family tradition". Such topics as "What is
responsibility?", "Do my parents understand
me?", "The peculiarity of my family", "My
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role in the family", "What I would like to see
my children in the future", etc. are suitable for
written works (essays). By completing such
tasks, students come to a deeper
understanding of family values, the
responsibility of each family member for her
well-being. In addition, students acquire self-
analysis skills, form a positive attitude
towards reflecting on their own actions in
relation to the family. At all stages of
learning, the totality of knowledge, ideas and
beliefs about oneself as a future family man
should, according to S.P. Akutina, be
emotionally and evaluatively colored [1].
Senior schoolchildren should be guided by a
traditional, official marriage with the full
range of mutual responsibility of spouses, the
birth and wupbringing of children, the
protection of their interests and the creation of
conditions for their harmonious development.
In our country and abroad, there is quite
extensive experience in preparing the younger
generation for future adult, family life. Some
ideas taken from the past acquire a new sound
today and deserve attention. For example, the
idea of creating a favorable microclimate for
the social experience of children in the school
community as a preparation for future civic
and family life. G.G. Stern in the middle of
the last century wrote that in school it is
necessary to encourage the kind of
cooperation that should be established in a
good family between parents and children, as
well as between brothers and sisters. For
example, a child at school should be able to
address at least one teacher as a personal
supervisor or "tutor". Children of different
ages should be able to communicate with each
other. It is possible to form such "learning
groups" ("tutorial groups") so that each child

actively interacts not only with peers (his
class), but also with older and younger
children. It is useful for the younger ones to
rely on the help of older children, while the
older ones will gain experience in caring for
younger children [6].

In our opinion, this idea may well be
implemented at the present time as part of
extracurricular activities on the subject of
"Foreign language". For example, it may be a
theater group, the creative project of which
may be the staging of a play in English.
Students of different ages can study (and
participate in the performance) in the circle.
The implementation of such a project
involves the implementation of various types
of joint activities.

Conclusion. The process of forming a
responsible attitude of adolescents towards
the family, a respectful attitude towards
traditional family values consists in: 1) the
development of students' feelings of love and
belonging to their own family, empathy and
emotional responsiveness to the experiences
of family members; 2) the formation of self-
control skills, analyze and predict their own
reactions, actions towards relatives, evaluate
relationships and their own position in the
family; 3) the formation of readiness for
active participation in family life. Thus, we
can distinguish three components of this
process: emotive, cognitive-regulatory and
activity-based. This process in relation to the
subject of "Foreign language" should be
permanent and carried out both during regular
and after-school hours. All three components
are of great importance for the younger
generation and the whole society of our
country.

Relevance. This article draws attention to the use of simulation applications in the calculation of
complex electrical circuits to ensure the accuracy, efficiency and reliability of analysis in modern
electrical engineering.
Problem, goal, tasks. In modern electrical engineering, there is a need to analyze DC electrical
circuits using various methods. However, there is uncertainty as to which of these methods is most
effective for a particular situation. In addition, it is important to make sure that the solution is
correct, especially when working with complex circuits, where errors in manual calculation are
possible.
The purpose of this article is to conduct a comparative analysis of the effectiveness and accuracy of
various methods of analyzing DC electrical circuits. Additionally, the goal is to verify the
correctness of the results obtained by simulation using the Circuit Simulator application. This will
allow you to evaluate the advantages and limitations of each method, as well as confirm the
correctness of the solution and its compliance with real physical processes in DC circuits..
Materials and Methods of research. The research materials were scientific sources. Research
methods: analysis of scientific and methodological and specialized literature, method of verification
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of data obtained as a result of modeling in the Circuit Simulator application, generalization and in-
interpretation of the results obtained.

Results and discussion. The conducted research allowed us to conclude that the choice of a
specific calculation method depends on the complexity of the scheme and the task at hand. For
simple circuits, any of the listed methods can be used, and for complex circuits, the method of
contour currents or the method of nodal potentials using computer programs for calculation is more
preferable. The use of computer simulation in the calculation of electrical circuits greatly simplifies
the design and optimization process, ensuring the accuracy, efficiency and reliability of analysis in
modern electrical engineering.

Conclusion. The choice of a certain calculation method is associated with labor costs, that is, with
the number of equations created and mathematical actions performed. In this regard, the classical
technique is the least advantageous, the application of which becomes difficult in the case of
branched schemes. Therefore, other solutions are chosen with special consideration for special
applications and computer programs that greatly facilitate their creation and modeling. They allow
you not only to check the calculations, but also to get the final results, bypassing the stage of
manual mathematical calculation.
